	· A is for apple, B is for bat... Decoding-breaking a word down into sounds

	· High Frequency words-sight words that do not follow the rules ex: was, does etc. 

	· Sight vocabulary-words that should be recognized instantly

	· Digraphs-2 letters that make one sound etc. sh th ch wh ck

	· Phonemic Awareness-the ability to hear and identify individual sounds in spoken words

	· Closed-syllable with a consonant, vowel, consonant pattern with the vowel saying it's short sound ex: mat, pet etc.

	· Open-syllable that ends in a vowel with the vowel saying it's own name ex: hi, lo, etc.

	· Vowel consonant e-syllable with a long vowel sound and a silent e, ex: home, safe

	· Vowel teams-syllable with 2 or more vowels ex: ou, ow, igh etc.

	· Consonant le-  last syllable in words such as rid dle, sta ble, un cle etc. 

	· R controlled vowels-syllable with the r sound changing the vowel sound 

         ar, er, ir, or, ur

	· Fluency- how smoothly a reader reads

	· Scooping-a term used to describe how to break words into syllables, every syllable must have a vowel

	· Just right book- a book that is not too easy or too hard, the child can read with about 90%-94% accuracy
